John 16:25-33 ESV 
25 “I have said these things to you in figures of speech. The hour 
is coming when I will no longer speak to you in figures of speech 
but will tell you plainly about the Father. 26 In that day you will ask in 
my name, and I do not say to you that I will ask the Father on your 
behalf; 27 for the Father himself loves you, because you have loved me 
and have believed that I came from God. 



John 16:28-33 ESV 
28 I came from the Father and have come into the world, and now I am 
leaving the world and going to the Father.” 29 His disciples said, 
“Ah, now you are speaking plainly and not using figurative 
speech! 30 Now we know that you know all things and do not need 
anyone to question you; this is why we believe that you came from 
God.”

John 15:18-20 ESV 
18 “If the world hates you, keep in mind that it hated me first. 19 If 
you belonged to the world, it would love you as its own. As it is, you 
do not belong to the world, but I have chosen you out of the 
world. That is why the world hates you. 20 Remember what I told you: ‘A 
servant is not greater than his master.’ If they persecuted me, 
they will persecute you also. If they obeyed my teaching, they will obey 
yours also.



WHAT IS “TROUBLE”?

Greek word : “thlipsis”
Mean : persecution, affliction, distress, tribulation.

In Greek :  Courage :  “tharseo” 

= to have confidence and firmness of purpose in the face of 
danger or testing, to be courageous, to be bold.
