2. THE TEST OF 
WORSHIP:

TO SACRIFICE OR NOT



Genesis 22:4-5 ESV
4On the third day Abraham looked up and saw the place 
in the distance. 5He said to his servants, “Stay here with 
the donkey while I and the boy go over there. We will 
worship and then we will come back to you.”

heb: “shachah” : to bow down, prostrate…



WORSHIP = HOW WORTH?
It is about your un-divided devotion to someone/something! 
It means it is SO worthy that you would sacrifice anything for it!



2 Samuel 24:24 ESV

3. THE TEST OF FAITH:
TO TRUST OR DOUBT



Genesis 22:6-8 ESV
6And Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering and laid it 
on Isaac his son. And he took in his hand the fire and the 
knife. So they went both of them together. 
7And Isaac said to his father Abraham, “My father!” And he 
said, “Here I am, my son.” He said, “Behold, the fire and the 
wood, but where is the lamb for a burnt offering?”
8Abraham said, “God will provide for himself the lamb for a 
burnt offering, my son.” So they went both of them together.



Hebrews 11:17-19 ESV
17By faith Abraham, when he was tested, offered up 
Isaac, and he who had received the promises was in 
the act of offering up his only son, 18of whom it was 
said, “Through Isaac shall your offspring be named.” 
19He considered that God was able even to raise him 
from the dead, from which, figuratively speaking, he did 
receive him back.



Romans 4:19-21 ESV
19He did not weaken in faith when he considered his own 
body, which was as good as dead (since he was about a 
hundred years old), or when he considered the barrenness 
of Sarah's womb. 20No unbelief made him waver 
concerning the promise of God, but he grew strong in 
his faith as he gave glory to God, 21fully convinced that 
God was able to do what he had promised.



Hebrews 11:6 ESV
And without faith it is impossible to please him, for 
whoever would draw near to God must believe that he 
exists and that he rewards those who seek him.

And your offspring shall possess the 
gate of his[d] enemies, 18and in your offspring shall all the nations 
of the earth be blessed, because you have obeyed my voice.”
