•The greek word = “Krino” 
means to pass judgment 
upon the lives and actions 
of other people; an 
unfavourable judgment by 
criticising, finding fault and 
condemning them.

6 He will render to each one according to his works: 7 to 
those who by patience in well-doing seek for glory and honor 
and immortality, he will give eternal life; 8 but for those 
who are self-seeking and do not obey the truth, but obey 
unrighteousness, there will be wrath and fury.

Conscience : is a 
person's moral 
sense of right and 
wrong! 

WHAT WILL WE BE JUDGED ?



12 For all who have sinned without the law will also perish 
without the law, and all who have sinned under the 
law will be judged by the law. 13 For it is not the hearers of 
the law who are righteous before God, but the doers of the law 
who will be justified. 14 For when Gentiles, who do not have 
the law, by nature do what the law requires, they are a law 
to themselves, even though they do not have the law.

Character is what God 
says about you.

Character takes years to 
build whereas reputation 
is built in a very short period.

(internal), but reputation is 
how the society sees you 
(external)
